Unbeknownst to me, 

word got around and I found myself literally turning students away and putting others out of the classroom because of 

the limited amount of refreshments I had brought. I felt justified in my actions until I found out hours later that in all 

the confusion I mistakenly put out of the classroom one of my advisee students.  :)
