Matriculation  

Again this month I wore a ceremonial 

gown as a faculty member of Ghana 

Christian Univ. College, in celebration 

of our 2008 -2009 matriculation. For 

those unfamiliar with this practice 

(as I was before coming to Ghana), 

its an occasion whereby students are 

òformallyó admitted into the college 

thirty students into the School of 

Community Development. Some of 

the students actually enrolled in the 

college in fall 2007, spring 2008 or 

summer 2008 but had not officially 

matriculated until now ñwhich is why 

I stress the word, òformally.ó  

The 12 third year SCD students who 

were away in Kumasi (about 4 hours 

from Accra) for a special off -

campus, two-week study program saw 

the Matriculation service on televi-

sion and told me later how proud it 

made them of their school. They 

cheered, clapped and hollered when 

they saw their teacher, Ms. Daniels, 

standing in as the Dean, and two of 

them even called me later to tell me 

how excited they were.  

All in all, it felt pretty good to have 

such an involvement with the college, 

even though I was demoted back to 

òlectureró following the service.   :)  

as students (I believe its a British 

custom, as are numerous practices 

in Ghana that were brought into 

the country when it was colonized). 

This yearõs matriculation was made 

more memorable, as I was pro-

moted to òactingó Dean of the 

School of Community Development 

(SCD) during the absence of the 

interim Dean, Dr. Augustine 

Tawaiah. As the Dean of the SCD 

school, I got to shake each stu-

dentsõ hand as he/she came forward 

to submit his/her signed matricula-

tion card. Afterwards, I was permit-

ted to sign my name on each of the    

matriculation cards where the dean 

would sign to make official the     

acceptance of the students into the 

program. That was really cool!  

In total, we òformallyó accepted 

twenty -something students into the

Financial Recap September 2008  

and Ghana, NAWA receives, reviews 

and approves applications requesting 

funds to either start or continue 

projects/programs that must in some 

way benefit women and/or children 

(NAWAõs Executive Board Members 

are featured on the front page).  

Recipients of NAWA funds are not 

required to pay back the money 

(which is raised through the sale of a 

Ghanaian tourist guide and map of 

the country that NAWA produces), 

and afterwards, usually provide a 

report and/or photos to keep us   

apprised of how monies were spent. 

This year, NAWA has funded a 

womenõs initiative to inform women 

and men about domestic violence ña 

constant threat against women here; 

an educational project that assists 

local children with learning to read; a 

scholarship (in partnership with the 

Peace Corp) for 8 young girls in the 

northern region attending Senior 

Secondary School; and a medical 

practice that makes and provides 

prosthetic limbs for Ghanaians who 

have either lost limbs or were born 

without them and cannot afford such 

a service on their own.   

My hope is that Ernestina (who was 

able to come to a NAWA meeting 

this month and sell some of her 

purses and bags) will be able to apply 

for funding next year in order to 

start her sewing business.  Hers and 

my goal this year is to think about 

ways her business can be a blessing 

to the community and help meet 

some local needs.
